The Hoyt Scholarship Program 2011-12
In memory of four members of the Benjamin Hoyt family, bequeathed funds to the California Community Foundation established the Hoyt Scholarship Program. The purpose of this scholarship is to award students enrolled in the respective alma maters of the benefactors: Northwestern University - Feinberg School of Medicine, Iowa State University, Marquette University and UCLA.  
For the 2011-12 academic year, ten awards up to $4,500 each will be made to Feinberg Medical Students. 

Students who are interested in applying for this award must meet the following criteria and submit the required documents listed below:

1. Must be a U.S. citizen

2. Must not have been a previous Hoyt Scholarship Award winner. This program is only open to applicants who have not been previously awarded the Hoyt Scholarship.
3. Must be a currently enrolled student in courses at the Feinberg School of Medicine during the 2011-12 academic year. 
4. Must have completed their M1 year at the Feinberg School of Medicine, but less than four years of medical school. 

5. Must have demonstrated academic merit in courses or clerkships completed (to be determined by respective course and clerkship directors). Equivalent to an average or “B” or greater. Please enclose a copy of your official medical school transcript in your application packet. You can submit an online transcript request using the Service Request Form at: http://www.feinberg.northwestern.edu/AWOME/current-students/registration-records/services_students.html  that a copy of your transcript be forwarded to the Hoyt Scholarship Committee, C/O Linda Daniels, in the Augusta Webster Office for Medical Education 

6. Demonstrate financial need (receive financial aid for the 2011-12 school year).

7. Submit a curriculum vita showing current address

8. Write an essay from 1000 to 1200 words that address the FOUR maxims of the four Patron Founders of the Hoyt Scholarship Fund.
