On
January 7, 2022, a team of
surgeons at the University of
Maryland School of Medicine
(UMSOM) performed the first
transplant of a genetically
engineered pig heart into a
human. The xenotransplantation
was completed on a 57-year-old
patient with terminal heart
disease determined to be
ineligible for a human heart
transplant. With the patient’s
consent, the UMSOM team
sought a “compassionate use”
authorization from the US Food
and Drug Administration. The
outcome of the transplant will
provide more research on the
possibility of
xenotransplantation being an
alternative to future shortages in
human organs.
